2) As you read Seventh Grade, record 3 meaningful questions and 3 connections about the story.  

3) Be sure to follow the guidelines.

4) To receive a score of exceeds:

a. Infer a reasonable answer to your own meaningful questions

b. Make one meaningful connection in each category (T-S, T-T & T-W)

	Questions
	Connections

	Examples:

· Why a character does or does not do something

· Why the author chose to include a certain part in the story

· Asking for more information about something (setting, event, etc.)

· Wondering what might happen next or what happened before

Thoughtful questions:

· Usually begin with “Why. . .?” or “I wonder. . .”

· Can’t be simply answered by reading the story.  They require the reader to infer/guess the answer.

· Include specific information from the story.


	Example:

“When _________________ happened in the story, it made me think of _______________.”

Text-to-Self Connections (T-S)

Connect events in the story to something you have experience or observed.

Text-to-Text Connections (T-T)

Connect events in the story to other texts (books, magazines, movies, tv shows, etc.)

Text-to-World Connections (T-W)

Connect events in the story to global problems, world events, history, the news, etc.
