3. Vocabulary words must be in sentences that include context clues.
	The student has mastered the meanings of 7 new vocabulary words and can use each word correctly in a meaningful sentence with context clues.

***See below for examples of sentences that use context clues.***
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Example Sentences with Context Clues:

(The context clue is in bold for each sentence.)

1. The cold wind made the puppies tremble and quiver. (The author gives a clue by including a synonym to accompany the word.)

2. Most students rush out the door like the building is on fire after class, but Suzie always chooses to linger.  (The author gives a clue by telling us the opposite of the word.)

3. After she split her pants open in class, all she could do was stare sheepishly at everyone. (The author gives a clue by describing a specific situation that applies to the word.)
